HOW TO ATTACH THE BAGGER MOUNT

1. Remove and discard the two self-tapping screws from the rear
of the frame. Use these two holes to attach the bagger mount.

2. Attach the bottom of the bagger mount to the frame with the
fasteners (Figure 1). Do not tighten at this time.

OPERATION
To operate with the grass bagger, follow the steps below.

IMPORTANT: Do not cut wet grass. Wet grass will not
discharge correctly into the grass bagger.

1. Stan the engine.
2. Move the throttle control to FAST position.

3. Move the shift lever to FIRST (1) position. To fill the containers,
always operate at the slowest speed.

4. lfthe height of the grass is more than 312 inches (9cm), cut the
grass with the mower housing in the highest position. Then,
lower the mower housing and cut the grass again. You can also
cut at /2 to %3 of the full cutting width of the mower housing.

CHECK AND CLEAN CONNECTOR TUBE

The connector tube is made of clear plastic. If the connector tube
becomes filled with grass, clean the connector tube as follows.

1. Move the blade rotation control to the DISENGAGE position.
Move the shift lever to the neutral (N) position.

Engage the parking brake.

Stop the engine.

Disconnect the rubber latch from the extension tube
(Figure 18).

Remove the connector tube.

Tilt the seat forward.

Puli the handle back and raise the cover.

HOW TO CLEAN THE GRASS BAGGER

WARNING: Before you clean the grass bagger, stop
the engine and disconnect the wire to the spark plug.

For good performance, frequently ciean the grass bagger as
follows.

1. Disconnect the rubber latch from the extension tube
(Figure 20).

Remove the connector tube from the extension tube.
Remove the elbow and connector tube from the cover.

Clean the connector tube, the extension tube, and the elbow
with soap and water.

Raise the cover.
Clean the window with soap and water.
